Overblown Sentence 1: 

Hopefully, zircons, which are used in place of diamonds, will not be ornaments in the regal headdress made of metal (and that has at least three or four pointed appendages), since the populace—both the impoverished lower classes and the wealthy ruling class, expect to view the ruling female leader of England in a traditional garb with ornamentation that is not cheap or imitation.

Overblown Sentence 2

When people who are enrolled in colleges within communities where they live, they may, sometimes, receive assessments of their performance that indicate that they are performing at levels below their personal capabilities and may actually respond in a negative manner in some instances, experiencing a sense that their evaluator has not given the products of their efforts sufficient attention in the evaluation process.
